WAY OF THE MINION
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Turn both papers over 
so they match the 

positions as shown.

Fold the top squares  
of both sheets in half  

as shown.

Fold the bottom squares  
of both sheets in half  

as shown.

Tuck the lower flap 
into the other pocket 

of the top sheet. 

Tuck the above flap 
into the pocket of the 

top sheet.

Turn the figure over.Tuck the left flap of 
the bottom sheet 

under the right side 
of the top sheet.

Tuck the right flap 
of the bottom sheet 
under the left side of 

the top sheet.

Place the right sheet on  
top of the left sheet.

Turn the right sheet over 
and position it exactly as 

shown.

Unfold the top and bottom 
triangles of both sheets.

Fold the top triangles in as shown, 
but make sure the base of the 

triangle does not pass the halfway 
crease. Also fold in the bottom 

triangles of both sheets.

Start with a square  
piece of paper.

Fold the lower half  
of both sheets opposite 

to the upper half.

Fold the left side to the 
right side, then unfold.

Cut or tear (after only 
creasing well with your 
nails) in half at the line.

Fold each piece in half 
for thinner strips.

Fold both strips in half 
from top to bottom.

Unfold because all we 
need is the crease.

Fold the top half to the 
side at the crease. 

Finished! Now you’re 
a ninja with this 4 
point ninja star!

60ml warm water

1 tbsp vegetable oil 

food colouring

METHOD

Step 1. Mix the flour and salt in a bowl. 

Step 2. In another bowl mix the water,  
oil and a few drops of food colouring.

Step 3. Add the now coloured water into 
the flour/salt bowl and mix together.

Step 4. Dust a free surface with flour  
and roll out the mixture. Knead together 

for a few minutes to form a smooth, 
pliable dough.

Step 5. Repeat the process above to 
make all the colours you need to  

make your very own Minion.

Tip. Wrap in cling film and keep in the fridge to keep it fresh so you can play again another time.

MAKE YOUR OWN
